Who – newborn to 18 months (lap babies, crawlers, walkers) 

Curriculum -  This session’s curriculum is “Zoom Buggy!” and consists of  8 forty-five minute classes

Parents or caregivers - are actively involved with their baby during each class session

Who - children aged 18 months to 3 years 

Curriculum - This semester’s curriculum is “Milk & Cookies” and consists of 15, forty-five minute classes.  
Parents or caregivers - need to be actively involved in class sessions

Objectives – Toddlers uncover an engaging musical world while building confidence, self-control and communications skills.  Our Time reflects the emotional foundations of school readiness and the latest research of music and early childhood development.   Language and social skills (including turn-taking) are developed while providing an environment in which the child's musical instincts are encouraged and social skills begin to blossom.

Activities - singing, chanting, vocal play, sound imitation, rhyming, creative moving, dancing, listening, echoing rhythm and tonal patterns, playing and exploring simple percussive instruments, interactive story time, and exploration of a rich assortment of age-appropriate literature. 

Kindermusik® Imagine That!
Who - children aged 3 to 5 years of age

Curriculum - This semester’s curriculum is “Hello Weather! Let’s Play Together!” and consists of 15, forty-five minute classes.  

Parents or caregivers - need to be present for the final 15 minutes of each session

Objectives – classes encourage socialization, sharing and participating in group activities.   Singing and sound imitation help develop your child’s voice and language skills. Creative movement and dancing develop balance and awareness of space.  Enjoyable activities (such as pretend play and story telling) focus on attention, listening and creativity.  The class experience will focus on and encourage your child’s individuality and unique learning while honoring his/her own pace of learning and participation.

At Home Activities - Each week the children are assigned an activity from the Home Activity Book.  This book contains learning concepts and home activities directly linked to the activities experienced in each week’s class.
Kindermusik® Family Time
Who - children aged 6 months to 6 years 

Curriculum - Family Time brings adults and children of all ages together, providing a dynamic and integrated musical experience for everyone.  This semester’s curriculum is “Make Way for Music” and consists of 10, sixty minute classes. 

Parents or caregivers - need to be actively involved in class sessions

Objectives – aims to develop basic music, language, listening, loco motor and social skills through a variety of musical styles and genres, while providing an environment in which each child's musical instincts and creativity are encouraged

Activities - singing, chanting, vocal exploration, rhyming, finger plays, playing with props, creative moving, dancing, listening, playing and exploring simple percussive instruments,  interactive story time, and family “jam-time” 
Kindermusik® for the Young Child
Who - children aged 5 to 7 years of age

Curriculum - 4 sequential semesters, each consisting of 15 one hour classes.

Young Child 3 –  requisite of semester 2 is helpful

Parents or caregivers -  participation in final 10 minutes of class


    
Objectives - children begin learning fundamental musical concepts including reading and writing rhythms and notes on the music staff.   Children will start discovering the music in all the sounds around them and refine their listening skills.  Children will participate in live music making by playing simple percussion instruments including their own glockenspiel .  The instrumental families are introduced and explored as well as several major composers.  Third semester students will also learn music on their own 2-stringed dulcimer and be introduced to the music and people of other cultures. While each semester builds on the previous, there is sufficient review for new students to be added each semester.
 Activities - singing and vocal development, moving to music, listening, exploring instruments,  games, creating stories, sounds and songs, reading, writing and playing rhythms and music and interacting with other class members.
